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Abstract

In the area of language, slang is a phenomena of employing linguistic variations that form as a result of language development and a social dynamic in society. In Indonesian, slang is known as bahasa gaul, and it is primarily utilized by young people while conversing with others. As a result, the purpose of this study is to examine the form, function, and meaning of existing slang, particularly as it is employed on social media. The data collection methods used in this study are qualitative. The information was gathered through observations of the usage of slang in various social media platforms, after which the slang was classed according to the type and construction of words. According to the findings of Allan and Burridge (2006), the forms of slang seen on social media are particularly diversified, creative, and dynamic, including Fresh and Creative, Flippant, Imitative, Acronyms, and Clipping.
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Introduction 
Millennial generations have always been the ones to bring about language changes. They may do so to cement a generational identity or to achieve authority in a context where they do not normally have it. Companies are beginning to see the outcomes applied into work-related communication strategies as the millennial age enters the workforce with distinct communication experiences. WhatsApp, BlackBerry Messenger, Instagram, Facebook, Twitter, and YouTube all pose a unique issue at the moment.

Language is often regarded as the most important means of communication for conveying information. Language is an important aspect of human life since it allows people to communicate readily with one another (Sagala, 2019). Surprisingly, a component of language meaning is not only tied to the words chosen, but also to the manner in which they are communicated. When a speaker's message cannot be conveyed in one language, the speaker must alter the language in order to be understood (Sagala & Rakhmat , 2019). As a result, the millennial generation sees multilingualism as a requirement in society (Rezeki, 2018)
Slang has become a phenomena in the millennial generation, and not only those who live in cities but also those who live in villages have heard slang as if it were a trend in the millennial generation. Parents and adults, on the other hand, expressed concern about their children's language's grammar and speaking, which they found difficult to understand. According to Chaer & Agustin in Antoro (2018), Slang is created and utilized by particular social groups to communicate among themselves in a way that is not understood by others. This is consistent with the KBBI definition of slang, which states that slang, also known as bahasa gaul, is a non-formal dialect of Indonesian used for social interactions by certain communities or places. Slang words are now more widely used, and they have gone outside that community. Slang has become popular among teenagers, and social media is one of the things that has led to its development. This is because social media has become a new way of life for youngsters, where they may join groups with similar hobbies, interests, jobs, and other activities.
Social media has been so successful in spreading the new slang language, it's no surprise that slang is being employed as a social language. According to Budiasa & Savitri (2019), as much as 76 percent of the young generation today utilize slang in their conversations. Both audibly and in writing, dialogues between close friends. They commonly utilize it in written form in when sending messages via Whatsapp, making comments, or sending direct messages on social media, Take, for example, Instagram, Facebook, Twitter, and Youtube:

Bonjour mes amis, comment ça va? Do you know that today we will have a crepes cooking program, yuhuuu, Buruan skuy if you want to join? Hurry up and go to #WarungPrancisUMY (Instagram) RIP Marie Freddiksson -Roxette the songs of this Swedish duo make ambyaaar hearts, one music group that accompanied my mother's teenage years‘Let’s (Whatsapp status).
From the two examples above, there are slang words that we encounter very often, namely skuy and ambyar. These two words can be categorized as slang because initially only certain groups understood their meaning, but then the use of these words became wider and almost all adolescents understood their meaning and even used them socially. The word skuy is an exchange of the letter order of the word yuks (let’s go) while the word ambyar actually comes from the Javanese language but its usage has become wider and so does its meaning. The true meaning of the word ambyaris shattered into pieces, but is usually used as a complement to a sentence as an expression of deep disappointment or sadness, even the writing is sometimes given additional letters to further emphasize its meaning.

These two examples of words deviate from Indonesian linguistic conventions, yet the facts are better known among today's youth. Studying or analyzing slang phrases as part of language change in today's digital era is particularly interesting based on this occurrence. Because of its widespread and dynamic distribution and use, slang on social media is an intriguing subject to investigate. This means that new phrases are virtually always coined as a result of social media talks and are thereafter extensively utilized by youngsters. Furthermore Budiasa & Savitri (2019) as stated previously, another analysis of slang was made by Sudiyanti, N.L et al.  (2019) In their research, they came to the conclusion that there are different types and functions of slang phrases present in movies. The results of the investigation demonstrate that, of the four varieties of slang, the imitative form is the most prevalent because the speaker does not require specific knowledge and is just imitating phrases that already exist. The following are the topics that will be covered in this research: 1) the forms or types of slang that often appear on social media these days, 2) the function and meaning of slang used in social media by teenagers
METHOD 
This research method is divided into five parts. They are object of the study, source of the data, method of collecting data, and technique of data analysis.
Type of Research 
In this research, the writer uses a descriptive qualitative research. Descriptive research is a type of research, which does not include of any calculation or statistic but it includes words or description of the object as a result.
Object of the Study
The object of the study is words in sentences. This research only analyses on abbreviation, acronyms, fragments and contractions.
Source of the Data
The type of data in this research is written data. The data are taken from social media. The words are commonly used in social media communication.
Method of Collecting Data

The writer use documentation and observation method. The techniques used in collecting data are:

a. The writer observes and collects sentences that used in social media communication.

b. The writer copies the data.
 Technique of Data Analysis

The techniques of analysis are:

a. Collecting and selecting the data which can be categorized as alay language.

b. Classifying the data based on the forms of alay language.

c. Determining the meaning of words which have been discussed.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION 
Regarding Types and Meanings of Slang Language in Social Media, the theory of Allan & Burridge (2006) will be used in identifying the types of slang words found as data with the inclusion of fresh and creative types of slang, flippant, imitative, acronyms and clipping. This theory is in line with the types of slang words conveyed by Kridalaksono in Antoro (2018) which states that the formation of slang words consists of acronyms, fragments, abbreviations, and contractions. Based on data obtained from various social media, the use of slang words is very diverse and this shows that the formation of slang continues and is increasingly being used in written language on social media on Instagram, You Tube, WhatsApp, and Facebook. The following will describe the types or types of slang words found in data sources, then determine the meaning and how these words are formed. As proposed by Allan & Burridge (2006) five types of slang are found in the current study with the inclusion of fresh and creative, flippant, imitative, acronyms and clipping.
FRESH AND CREATIVE

Slang words that are classified as fresh and creative are vocabulary that did not exist before, which were formed as a result of imagination, creativity, informal forms, and contemporary words. The following are the slang words that can be classified into this type and their meanings and forms are simultaneously translated.

This type is a word /phrase that is formed from 2 or more words which form a new meaning that is different from the literal meaning of the word that forms it. Here are some slang phrases that are often found on social media:

IMMITATIVE

According to the theory proposed by Allan & Burridge (2006), slang words that are included in this type are words that have already existed before, but their meaning has expanded and is even very different from the original. Below you can see the slang words that are classified as the imitative type:
